John Ruskin (1819-1900) was a polymath. As a writer, he
commanded international respect. He was an art critic and an
art patron, a skilled draghtsman and talented watercolourist,
and a fierce critic of prevailing social and political norms. He
wrote about nature and architecture, craftsmanship, geology,
botany, Greek myth, education—a dizzying variety of
subjects. Driven by his deep faith in social justice, he
established the Guild of St George in the 1870s to right some
of the social wrongs of the day and make England a happier

and more beautiful place in which to live and work.
